Meetings are quarterly. Following the resignation of RD a new member will be required.

	Service Development
Hypertension case finding – 67 out of 82 contractors have signed up. New SLA sent out – need to highlight the 24hr AMBP very low. To encourage use the SLA does not required overnight readings any more.
Smoking cessation – updated service spec ciculated. A training session is being hosted by SaTh 28/6. Contractors to be reminded to deactivate from the service if unable to deliver to prevent receipt of referrals (takes 30 days).

O/C service – 17 contractors now signed up to deliver Tier 1.

A-F service – all contractors who are signed up have been spoken to. Non wish to withdraw but the Committee noted the concern that activity was only taking place in one pharmacy. The SLA has been updated with increased activity fee. Of the 15 previous providers, 9 have returned the SLA. Non responders have been chased.

Suicide prevention – cards distributed to pharmacy.

Extended care – updated SLAs sent out to contractors.

ICS antimicrobial stewardship group – a volunteer is required to represent to LPC.

	PSNC update
The global sum is being eroded due to high service activity, in particular a significant uplift in NMS.

£645m of funding over 2 years has been announced to include

· IT infrastructure (delivery tool, read/write record access)

· Increased hypertension case finding

· Expansion of pharmacy contraceptive services

· Diagnosis and treatment for 7 common conditions (impetigo, shingles, sinusitis, sore throat, UTI, acute otitis media, infected insect bite under PGD)

Services are still being designed. Release of monies for services not expected until at least September. Negotiations continue as NHSE are seeking to bundle services such that contractors have to deliver all or non. CPE totally against this stance amd also require upfront funding to support training and set up costs which NHSE are currently refusing, CPE meeting weekly to address.
PSNC rebranding will be completed by the end of May to be known as Community Pharmacy England. Toolkits for LPCs to convert to Community Pharmacy Local to be issued in June.
A governance review is taking place at CPE. It is expected to use the findings to support review in CPLs.

	ICB

Now focussed on the primary care recovery plan. JM is educating the ICB on the role and abilities of community pharmacy.
CP not included in ICB digital strategy – JM lobbying to change this.

Wishing to focus on N Shropshire PCN (AC is PCN lead), Newport & Central (Louise Hope, PCN lead) and SW Shropshire PCN (PCN lead vacancy). Committee members with contracts in SW Shropshire to consider vacancy and support recruitment.

IP pathfinder sites still waiting for launch despite evaluation set for March. Opiod deprescribing and low acuity conditions likely to be included.

The Committee expressed concern over lack of DPPs to support IP training and lack of funding for DPPs.

Covid medicine supply scheme is due to start in August. 10 sites will be commissioned – yet to be announced. If pharmacies are unable to deliver the medicines to a patient’s home they can pass the prescription to another pharmacy to supply. The 2nd pharmacy will claim £2.50 plus SAF. Screening to be carried out by the original commissioned pharmacy.

ICB is seeking support to find training places for pharmacist and technician training. JM to provide contact details.

A paediatric DMS service has been piloted elsewhere – SaTh keen to provide but would be outside of DMS service spec.

A&E DMS also being considered. Would provide information via template e mail but concern as out of scope and so would not remunerate pharmacies.

SaTh are conducting the Medsip project to reduce opiod use and highlight only short term use to GPs.
